Our artist of the month is the talented potter, Vicki Garrett.  

 

Vicki started taking pottery serious seven years ago while living in Bellevue 

where she created a small studio.  She and her husband moved to Ocean 

Shores in 2017 where she now works in a large studio they created in their 

four-car garage.  

 

Vicki mainly works with a porcelain blend clay.  She 

paints on the glazes (up to six layers), rather than dip-

ping. This method is more time intensive but she feels 

produces a broader array of possibilities and provides 

more control over the final product.  She has created a 

wide variety of art as well as functional pieces all in bright, rich colors. 

 

 Her signature marks on each of her creations make every one 

a unique pieces of art.  Her latest work and most creative work 

is in her totems measuring anywhere from 2-6 feet in height 

and custom designed for each buyer. Vicki’s totems can be 

found in her own home and yard as well as the yards of many 

others around town.  Vicki says, “My goal is to fill Ocean 

Shores with ceramic beauty.”  

 

Vicki’s work is regularly displayed at Alder 

Grove Gallery in the Aberdeen Art Center, the 

Fall Gala at Grays Harbor College, and at the 

annual Art Splash Studio Tour the second  

weekend in August in Ocean Shores. 

 

Her talent also extends to the computer where she has 

helped many organizations create their websites, as well as the Art Splash 

Studio Tour brochure and “Our Aberdeen” Historic Home Tour brochure.
